SUBJECT: Resolution Accepting Bid 20-19, and Awarding a Contract to The Public 
Restroom Company for the Collier Park Pre-Fabricated Restroom Facility 

ISSUING DEPT.: Public Works 

SUMMARY: 

Issues: 
Should the City of La Mesa accept Bid 20-19, Collier Park Pre-Fabricated Restroom 
Facility, and award a contract for the purchase of a pre-fabricated restroom to The Public 
Restroom Company for $200,821? 

Recommendation: 
Accept Bid 20-19, Collier Park Pre-Fabricated Restroom Facility, and award a contract 
for the purchase of a pre-fabricated restroom to The Public Restroom Company for 
$200,821. 

Fiscal Impact: 
Funding for the project will be provided through Community Development Block Grant 
funds, as issued by the United States Department of Housing and Urban Development, 
from Capital Improvement Program account 306190CD-6830. No general fund monies 
will be used. 

City's Strategic Goals: 
• Enhanced recreation and quality of life opportunities 

Environmental Review: 
A final Environmental Impact Report for the Collier Park Renovations Project Master 
Plan was certified by the City Council on February 24, 2015. 

BACKGROUND: 

The City has been actively improving City parks, as funds are available. Improving historical 
Collier Park has been a City Council goal since 2008. The City has held public workshops and 
discussed the future of this park at both City Council meetings and at a Historic Preservation 
Commission meeting. 

Collier Park, located at 4401 Palm Avenue, is the City's oldest park (circa 1912) which consists 
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of 7. 7 acres of recreational space, including a playground, restroom, parking lot, tennis court, 
and the Spring House. 

Collier Park is being constructed in phases, according to its master plan and as funds become 
available. To date, completed phase 1 improvements include upgrading the entry portion of the 
park from the intersection of Palm Avenue and Pasadena Avenue to just north of the existing 
park restroom. Specific improvements included grading, construction of new sidewalk, lighting, 
parking, irrigation, landscaping, and a new sign. Purchase of the pre-fabricated restroom facility, 
will use Community Development Block Grant Funds, will be incorporated into future Phase 2 
improvements at Collier Park, and will replace the existing restroom facility. Selection of a pre­
fabricated restroom facility in lieu of building a traditional on-site facility included the benefits of 
proprietary, non-staining, odor-free concrete floors and walls, improved vandal proofing 
materials, and anti-microbial components to protect the public and reduce disease. Phase 2 
construction is anticipated to begin , towards the end of 2020. 

DISCUSSION: 

On November 20, 2019, a notice inviting bids was advertised and bid documents were 
distributed to 18 plan holders. On January 14th, two (2) bids were received electronically. The 
apparent low bidder was identified as The Public Restroom Company with a total bid price of 
$200,821 . A bid result summary is shown in Attachment B. The engineer's estimate for the 
project was $200,000. Fabrication is expected take approximately six months, and begin in 
March of 2020 and be completed by September of 2020. 

CONCLUSION: 

Staff recommends that the City Council adopt the attached resolution , accepting Bid 20-19, 
Collier Park Pre-Fabricated Restroom Facility, and award a contract for the purchase of a 
prefabricated restroom to The Public Restroom Company for $200,821.

WHEREAS, on November 20, 2019, a notice inviting bids was advertised and bid 
documents were distributed to 18 plan holders. 

WHEREAS, on January 14, 2020, the City received 2 bids, and The Public Restroom 
Company, was deemed the lowest responsive and responsible bidder. 

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT AND IT IS HEREBY RESOLVED, by the City Council of the 
City of La Mesa, California, that: 

The bid of The Public Restroom Company, in the amount of $200,821 for Bid 20-19, 
Collier Park Pre-Fabricated Restroom Facility, was determined to be the lowest responsive and 
responsible bid. Staff recommends that the City award a contract for the purchase of a Pre­
Fabricated Restroom Facility to The Public Restroom Company for $200,821. Said bid is on file 
in the office of the City Clerk. 

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Mayor is hereby authorized to accept and 
execute a contract with The Public Restroom Company to perform the work at the prices set 
forth in said bid.
