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Recommendation:

Staff recommends that the City Council:

1.

Approve the Police Department’s participation and entering into a MOA with
the SDSD for the DPPT Grant, which will reimburse expenses incurred while
assisting and supporting the CA DOJ in eliminating the backlog of APPS
targets in San Diego County by providing extra law enforcement personnel to
conduct investigations, operational enforcement, and follow-up of APPS
related targets.

Authorize the Chief of Police to sign a MOA with the San Diego Sheriff's
Department for the DPPT Grant, which will reimburse personnel overtime
related to assisting and supporting the CA DOJ in eliminating the backlog of
APPS targets in San Diego County by providing extra law enforcement
personnel to conduct investigations, operational enforcement, and follow-up
of APPS related targets.

Fiscal Impact:

There will be no fiscal impact for the City of La Mesa. This grant will allow the
Police Department to receive full reimbursement for the cost of overtime up to
$30,000 within the context of the grant. Staff will work to ensure that the grant
will not result in added expenditures.

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BACKGROUND:

In 2003, the California Department of Justice developed a database—the Armed and
Prohibited Persons System (APPS)—to automatically cross-reference the state’s
firearm registry with the names of individuals legally prohibited from firearm ownership.
Since then, it has been available to all California law enforcement agencies, whose
officers are able to determine whether an individual is "armed and prohibited," by
entering an individual's name.

In 2013, following the mass shooting at Sandy Hook Elementary School, California
authorized $24 million (SB 140) to implement a large-scale effort to enforce existing
restrictions on continued possession of firearms by prohibited persons. The Armed and
Prohibited Persons System (APPS), an initiative of the California Department of Justice,
uses that agency’s data to identify firearm owners among persons who have become
subject to firearm prohibitions under California or federal law and then seeks to recover
those firearms. After operating as a pilot program for several years, APPS has been
implemented statewide under a statutory mandate.

Discussion:

The SDSD received funds from the Board of State and Community Corrections (BSCC)
to establish and implement a DPPT. The funds received from the BSCC are for the
enforcement of the APPS program with the goal of assisting and supporting CA DOJ in
eliminating the backlog of APPS targets in San Diego County, by providing extra law
enforcement personnel to conduct investigations, operational enforcement, and follow-
up.

The DPPT will work to support the CA DOJ’s mission of removing firearms from
individuals who may pose a threat to themselves and the community.

The SDSD has requested the assistance of DPPT member agencies in performing
DPPT operations and will reimburse DPPT member agencies for overtime only
expenses incurred in DPPT activities, not to exceed $500,000 during the project period,
July 1, 2019 through June 30, 2022.

This grant would allow officers, detectives, and sergeants from the Police Department to
work with other police personnel throughout the County on reimbursable overtime
investigating, disarming, apprehending, and ensuring the prosecution of persons who
are prohibited or become prohibited from purchasing or

possessing a firearm as a result of their prohibited status.
